Others are finding that 
even though they do not have a seminary degree or pastoral 
experience, as lay people they have important skills that can 
be used in missions.   

Jeff’s 
redone several computers.  One came in with about 40 
viruses!  He redid another computer for a missionary who 
works in Asia.  Heather has worked on some publicity 
materials to help someone with a funding project.  We’ve 
both spent time with Heather’s parents helping them with 
yard work, home repairs and long-awaited home updates.  
We’ve been grateful to have time and availability to help. 

Please continue to pray for Heather’s father as he continues 
treatments for brain cancer.  We will be getting an update on 
his progress in November.  Please pray that God will give us 
wisdom to know how to plan after we receive this 
information.
