Because computers are essential to Wycliffe’s work, IT jobs rank as the number two need of the organization.  Heather is the assistant director of communications for Wycliffe International and the director of the Africa Communications Network.  She oversees the work of journalists, mostly volunteers, who report on Wycliffe’s work in Africa, and provides consultation services in marketing and communications to African Wycliffe affiliate organizations. 
Because they desired to serve Wycliffe outside of the United States, they applied and were accepted as missionaries with Wycliffe in 2006.  They completed orientation training in November of 2006, and in September of 2007 they completed a month-long cross-cultural training course.  Their East African field training took place in Dar es Salaam, Tanzania in February of 2009.  They served in offices in Nairobi, Kenya before moving to South Africa in July of 2010.

Prior to becoming missionaries with Wycliffe, the Pubols served on staff at Wycliffe’s USA headquarters in Orlando, Florida.  Jeff had served in the Information Technology department as a PC support specialist since 2005.  Heather had served in the communications department since 2000, and since 2003 she had been the department director. They resigned these positions in late 2007 in order to work full-time on preparations for their new positions in Africa. Wycliffe missionaries do not receive a guaranteed salary, so missionaries like the Pubols develop financial partnerships with churches and friends to meet their financial needs.
